The meeting commenced at 1:35 PM Eastern time.
This is the first meeting with David Eisenreich as Chair of the Program Committee.  After some time away he is getting reengaged with the BICUC.  He is back after 2.5 years hiatus.  He is glad to accept the chairmanship.

We first discussed the goals of the program committee.  Our goals are to supply quarterly webinars.  We do try to collaborate, network and coordinate webinars with other committees.  If the topics of interest overlap, Jeannie will let us and our membership know that we can attend the webinars of another group.
We do occasionally reach out to corporate sponsors for prepackaged webinars.  We want to make sure the webinars aren’t a sales pitch.  If the topic and presentation are good enough then we will go with the sponsor.  We try to get CEUs for webinars. 

The next webinar is September 14th on window film treatment.

Other goals of the committee are some programming for World Work Place (WWP) and Facility Fusion (FF) if we participate.  At WWP this year we have arranged a tour of NCR and a networking dinner.  We are also participating in the Lunch and Learn on Friday.  We are presenting and introducing the speaker at Lunch and learn.  This introduction can be a commercial for the BICUC.  David will talk with Bob and Natalie, who are attending WWP this year.  David will see if Bob will do the introduction.  Natalie is being awarded a scholarship.  Twenty-five members is about normal attendance.

We then discussed current committee member assignments.  The Chair and the Secretary are the only two who have established positions.  For WWP, FF, webinars, we ask for volunteer to do things like schedule dinners, find presentations, etc.  David would like to encourage committee members to spread the work and take leadership roles for webinars and WWP project leaders.

The current activities of the committee include a September webinar and the WWP activities.  
We don’t want to oversaturate IFMA members with webinars.
In early 2011 we discussed possible webinars.  David is attending a session about excellence and raising the bar.  Usinging vendors for staff development.  For example having Carrier present on HVAC technology with or without the ad.

Trirega has a 3 part series for lease accounting rules.  There will be new accounting rules for leases with no grandfathering.  Tower would be interested in this.  We should see if we can get it on the table.
The ADA standards are being revised for 2010 and have major issues that affect ATMs, it would appear that there would be no granfathering of existing ATMS.  This would be another timely webinar.

The construction code will be updated next year and other standards are still under discussion.
We do collaborate with other councils and with Jeannie’s help have access to interesting webinars put on by other councils.

We will pull the top 3 topics from member surveys:  The survey takes place in April with results in May 

David confirmed that this time for the meeting normally works.  He has internal staff meetings every other Thursday may collide with this time.  On those days we may need to shift the meeting.
